Our tent poles are of high quality and are very flexible and strong. They are
tested in the real world under high stress for optimal and correct
understanding of its durability. But nevertheless they are lightweight
aluminum and could break if not handled correctly. For best use, strength
and durability of your pole, ensure that each section is properly inserted
into place, and ensure that pole sections do not pull apart during pitching,
as the resulting gaps can lead to breakage.
